|:| Fit orange plastic insert into the pole base. (Fig 2)

|:| Loosen the four bolts by one full turn only.

Swivel the Maxis™ joint to lowered position.
Readjust direction if necessary. (Fig 4)

T-boxes can be installed during Step 1.
